Final Apprentice Challenge
“Josten’s Rings”
MISSION: Design a creative promotional plan, to sell Josten’s Rings to the student body at West Valley.  Your team will develop a plan and carry out that plan in an attempt to sell rings.  You will be working with Jason Morgan, from Josten’s.  
TEAMS:  Each of the 6 finalists will be project manager and draft their team from the students who have already been fired.  
TASKS: 
Week 1
· Marketing Plan- teams develop a marketing plan to promote and sell Josten’s Rings. Teams will have to create their own selling plan, promotional plans to increase ring sales. All promotional ideas beyond those activities listed below must be approved by Mr. Robinson or Mr. Morgan prior to using them. All additional incentives your teams develop must have the words “sponsored by team (team name)” with them.   No raffles can be used
· February 17, One person attend Sophomore Class meeting during Ram Prep and help Jason distribute material to students.
· February 17, one person per team assist Jason at each lunch time showing rings and learning selling tips, techniques.
Week 2 
· Print Media Competition: 

· Coupon Competition – develop a 20% discount Coupon with your teams name on it. (a different color must be used by each team – color choice will be determined by the team rank on their written plan) 

· Post Card & Brochure(mailer) – teams will decide which one to use and develop a message for the item.

· Electronic Media Competition: 

· Web Site Competition:  Teams design a website and drive customers to your site.

· Email Competition:
· Direct Sales Competition: during lunch time, your team will work at lunch time to get students to make ring purchases.  Teams will ask students to use their teams colored discount coupon when they purchase a ring.

Week 3

· Presentation: Design a powerpoint that summarizes all of the above criteria and on Friday February 29 your team will present your plan & results to judges.  Project Manager can decide if they will present themselves or with one of more of teammates.  This is presentation takes the place of the final exam. Those team members that do not participate in the presentation will take a Essay type final exam.  
If our class meets a minimum of 24 units sold, the team with the best marketing plan, print/electronic materials, sales results and presentation will win the final challenge.  Each team member will win $30 gift certificate to Josten’s and the Project Manager will win $250 Josten’s certificate to use towards a class ring or graduation materials.
