Write a Marketing Plan (see p. 34 in text)


Define strategies to achieve your goals

Assess how well those goals were achieved.
Present results on November 25th to judges using Powerpoint.
BACKGROUND:

Each team led by the 10 finalists in pairs will attempt to raise more money for Children’s Village by selling Holiday Cards and gaining community donations.  This challenge is taken from the theme of the hit movie “Pay it Forward” and is an effort to promote civic consciousness and the role of business leaders in a community. 
Rules:

1. The 10 Finalists working in pairs must be project managers and motivate their teams to make and sell more cards than the other teams.
2. Each team may use any other resources or volunteers to help such as: high school staff or students, students in other schools, parents, community members, clubs or other organizations in the West Valley school district area.  Be sure to get proper permissions from ASB/Administration for posters, announcements etc. to promote your cause.
3. You will record on a digital camera a 9 ½ second commercial by Thursday November 13 to be submitted to Lonnie Eaton at Fox TV of Yakima. The advertisement that he selects as the best one will be shown on FOX TV to help you in your cause.  
4. You have two weeks to promote your cause, sell cards and  collect as many donations as possible. On Tuesday November 25. You will present your plan and results to judges where the winner will be announced.

2. Objectives of your Campaign
