OBJECTIVE:   To develop a new clothing item for The Ridge Student Store and earn the greatest profit selling this item on the West Valley High School campus. Work with FieldHouse Screen Printing Company to make a prototype of your garment.  Find the total cost to make the garment and then mark-up the clothing item you selected.
RULES:
1 There will be evenly divided teams and each team must choose a team project manager.

2 The Sale will take place on October 13 & 14.                              .
3 To determine the order of stand location, the team that scores best on the selling/promotion/pricing plan for their product will get first choice of product selling location much like we did on lemonade stands.
4 Teams must count all their expenses and profits at the end of the sale and present it in an Excel spreadsheet. All net profit, after expenses, will go to the DECA account.
5 A stand/booth is allowed – but your plan must practice person to person selling.  You may use Field house website for sales to anyone you know.
6 Your team must have a pricing strategy, selling strategy and promotional mix before you are allowed to begin.
7 Tasks: Student will design a logo and choose, create promotional materials including a web site and set up a booth. 
8 The team that earns the greatest net profit from selling their item wins the task.
9 The teams with the lowest sales will meet in the board room with Mr. Robinson and students from each team will be eliminated.
