The will create and promote their event in hopes of raising money for their cause.  This event is a takeoff from the “Pay it Forward” episode the NBC’s Apprentice’s show.
In addition to students earning a grade and developing their marketing skills in areas such as: creative marketing, selling, promotion, market research, analyzing a market, interpersonal communications, visual display and much more; I would like to increase the stakes of these Apprentice projects by offering the students personal prizes.
